The Southwest Virginia Children’s Choir was established in 
2003 by Mrs. Wrenda Fuller, now-retired music educator 
from Russell County, Virginia and Dr. Joseph Trivette, Chair 
of the Music Program at Southwest Virginia Community 
College who serves as its conductor. The Children’s Choir performs 
each December as “The Singing Christmas Tree” and each spring 
in a clinic and concert with internationally-acclaimed guest 
conductors, who have included Dr. Andre Thomas and Dr. Rollo 
Dilworth, or travels to perform throughout the southeast region of 
the United States.
